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GUIDANCE FOR ACCOMPANISTS

Sometimes the stated chord may appear to be illogical – but the melody will be
heard to quickly resolve onto the given, or subsequent chord.  This is an advanced
musical performance technique where the dissonant (or non-harmonic) notes in the
melody line are called changing tones.

NOTES FOR MELODEON PLAYERS

All the tunes are playable on a Hohner-compatible D/G melodeon with accidentals
(honest!).

The chords D and D7 — and also A and A7 — are interchangeable, but (in general)
for a D7 chord you can remain on the G-pull bass buttons, while for a D chord you
may have to cross to the D-push bass buttons.

Am7 is constructed by using an A bass with a C chord.

A Bm chord can be implied by using only the B bass.

Chords within brackets are discretionary.

A starred chord symbol (e.g. B*) means: play the root-note bass button but NOT the
associated chord button.
